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Abstract

This academic article investigates the emerging trend of non-alcoholic alternative
tourism in Thai society. The study aims to understand the behavior of tourists who abstain
from alcohol consumption and analyzes this behavior through the lens of consumer
behavior theory and the Theory of Planned Behavior (TPB). Findings indicate a clear shift
from hedonistic travel—focused on entertainment and indulgence—toward travel that
emphasizes spiritual well-being, mental clarity, and participation in activities such as
meditation, wellness retreats, and nature-based experiences. These behavioral changes

reflect increasing concerns about health, self-awareness, and ethical responsibility.

The motivations of non-alcoholic tourists are found to be influenced by personal
attitudes, social norms, and perceived behavioral control, as suggested by TPB. Based on
the synthesis of these findings, the study proposes the “CLEAN Tourist” framework to
conceptualize this tourist segment. It consists of five key dimensions: (1) Consciousness —
awareness of values and behavioral impacts, (2) Lifestyle Alignment — wellness-centered
daily living, (3) Ethical Motivation — moral and socially responsible intent, (4) Alternative
Experience - seeking meaningful, non-mainstream experiences, and (5) Non-Alcoholic
Environment - a preference for alcohol-free travel settings. This framework provides
insights into a growing segment of travelers seeking sustainable, mindful, and health-

enhancing tourism experiences.
