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Abstract

The purposes of this research were (1) to study The Academic Leadership of
The Administrators of Private Schools with simultaneous Islamic Study in NongChok
District, and (2) to compare the Academic Leadership of The Administrators of Private
Schools with simultaneous Islamic Study in NongChok District through the perception of
the teachers, classified by gender, education, teaching experience, and the size of
the school. The research population was 192 teachers of six private schools in NongChok
district, academic year 2012. The researcher used the questionnaire as a tool to store data

which were analyzed through frequency, percentage, mean, and standard deviation.

The research found that (1) The overall academic leadership of The Administrators
of Private Schools with simultaneous Islamic Study in NongChok District was at a high
level, when considering each aspect, they can be sorted in descending order as follows:
teaching program administration, defining the mission statement, and supporting a positive
school atmosphere, and (2) Personal factors, including gender, education, teaching
experience, and the size of the school were different, teachers had different perceptions
of The Academic Leadership of The Administrators of Private Schools with imultaneous

Islamic Study in NongChok District both in overall and in each aspect.
