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Abstract

This article aims to study the ethical issues surrounding the establishment of casinos
from an Islamic perspective, analyzing them thru religious teachings, Islamic ethical concepts,
and contemporary social contexts. The analysis found that based on evidence from the Quran
and Hadith, gambling is clearly forbidden (haram) and has severe spiritual and social
consequences. Allowing casinos could have social, economic, and moral impacts on the
public, especially in the context of Muslim societies with clear rules against gambling.
Therefore, this article suggests that policies regarding casinos should consider religious ethics
and the overall impact on societal values.

Based on a study and analysis of the Islamic ethical framework regarding the
establishment of casinos, it can be concluded that Islam has a clear stance against gambling
in all forms, as it contradicts several fundamental principles of Islamic faith and ethics, such
as promoting injustice and exploitation, destroying the spirit of honest livelihood, and
undermining the family and community, which are the cornerstones of society. Legalizing
casinos is not only religiously forbidden but could also have severe negative impacts on the
overall values system of society, especially in a multicultural context where it is necessary to
respect the basic moral principles of all population groups. Therefore, gambling policies that
are consistent with Islamic ethics and appropriate for society should clearly adhere to the
principle of prohibiting gambling, while also promoting religiously permissible economic
alternatives and seriously establishing mechanisms to protect society from the harms of
gambling.
