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Abstract

The research objective was to study the current and desirable state of
grade 12 students’ soft skills enhancement in learning English subject under the
Office of the Private Education Commission in Mueang District, Chiang Mai
Province. The research design was descriptive research. The research area was
14 private schools under the Office of the Private Education Commission in
Mueang District, Chiang Mai Province by using purposive sampling. The sample
group was 820 people totally, consisting of grade 12 students, school
administrators, teachers of foreign languages department (English) and parents
of grade 12 students. The research instrument was a questionnaire on the
current and desirable state of grade 12 students’ soft skills enhancement in
learning English subject. Data were analyzed by using statistics: frequency,

percentage, Mean, Standard Deviation, and Modified Needs index. The results
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indicated that the overall of current state was at an average level. When
considering each aspect, it was found that the average of leadership skill was at
the highest level. The followings were analytical thinking skill, interpersonal skill,
collaborative skill, problem solving skill, and communicative skill respectively.
The overall of desirable state was at the highest level. The average of analytical
thinking skill was at the highest level. The followings were problem solving skill,
collaborative skill, communicative skill, interpersonal skill, and leadership skill
consecutively. Also, the priority needs for grade 12 students’ soft skills
enhancement in learning English subject had the overall of Modified Needs
index at 0.33. It was found that communicative skill was at highest index. The
rest skills could be prioritized as follows: problem solving skill, collaborative

skill, analytical thinking skill, interpersonal skill, and leadership skill.
