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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) study the level of teacher competency in special
education, 2) examine the level of socio-ecological systems, and 3) investigate the
relationship between teacher competency in special education and the socio-ecological
systems of educational personnel under the Bureau of Special Education Administration.
The sample group consisted of 385 educational personnel. The research instrument was
a questionnaire, and data analysis involved the use of percentage, mean, and standard
deviation, as well as Pearson’s correlation coefficient to determine the relationship
between variables.

The research findings revealed that 1)The overall teacher competency in
special education was at a relatively high level. When considering each aspect, the
highest competency was in special education management, followed by the spirit of
being a special education teacher, and lastly, networking and teamwork in special
education management. 2)The overall socio-ecological system was at a high level. The
highest-rated aspect was the physical environment (buildings and facilities), followed by
peer social environment, teaching and learning environment, and the lowest was
administrative environment. 3)There was a statistically significant moderate positive
correlation between teacher competency in special education and the socio-ecological

system, at the 0.01 significance level.
