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Abstract

This research aimed to 1) examine the level of innate personality traits in
individuals, 2)investigate the level of altruism and harmony, and 3)study the relationship
between innate personality traits and altruism and harmony among educational
personnel under the Secondary Educational Service Area Office, Phetchabun. The
sample group used in this study consisted of 306 educational personnel. The research
instrument was a questionnaire, and the statistics used for data analysis included mean,
standard deviation, and Pearson’s correlation coefficient.

The results revealed that 1) The overall level of innate personality traits in
individuals was relatively high. When considered by aspect, the highest was belief in
self-authority, followed by achievement motivation, moral reasoning, and the lowest
was future orientation and self-control, respectively. 2) The overall level of altruism and
harmony was also relatively high. When examined by dimension, the highest was
altruistic behavior traits, followed by harmonious behavior traits, respectively.
3) The relationship between innate personality traits and altruism and harmony was
found to be positively correlated at a moderate level, with statistical significance at the

0.01 level.
