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Abstract

The purposes of this research are to study 1) the provision of an environment that is
conducive to learning for school students under the Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area
Office 1, 2) guidelines for developing the provision of an environment that is conducive to learning
for school students. Under the Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area Office, Area 1, the
sample group was 144 teachers under the Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area Office,
Area 1. The research tools were questionnaires and structured interviews. Statistics used in data
analysis included frequency. Percentage, mean, standard deviation and content analysis.

The research results found that.

1. Creating an environment conducive to learning for school students. Under the
jurisdiction of the Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area Office, Area 1, the overall level is
at a high level. When considering the mold, it was found that The highest average is Learning
management Next is the group of friends. and the lowest is the building side.

2. Guidelines for developing an environment that is conducive to learning for school
students Under the jurisdiction of the Bangkok Secondary Educational Service Area Office, Area 1,
there are the following: 1) In terms of learning management, learning should be organized by
using local wisdom. Corresponding technology and media with the community and the context
in the community 2) the friend group aspect Teachers cooperate in maintaining the reputation
and image of the school. 3) Buildings and facilities There should be a place for learning resources,

a library, a science garden, and an agricultural garden within the school.
