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Abstract

The purposes of this research were to: 1) examine the effects of integrated
motivational physical education activities on students’ social learning; and 2)
compare the levels of students’ social learning before and after participating in
the integrated motivational physical education activities. This study employed a
quasi-experimental research design using a One Group Pretest-Posttest Design.
The sample consisted of 30 Grade 6 students from Ban Huai Khom School,
Uttaradit Province, selected through purposive sampling. The research
instruments included: 1) twelve integrated motivational physical education

activity plans implemented over a six-week period, with two sessions per week
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and 60 minutes per session; 2) a five-point rating scale questionnaire to assess
students’ social learning; 3) a behavioral observation form during the activities;
and 4) a reflective form after participation. All instruments were examined for
content validity by three experts, and the social learning assessment yielded a
reliability coefficient of .87. Data collection consisted of a pretest, the
implementation of integrated motivational physical education activities, and a
posttest. The data were analyzed using percentage, mean, standard deviation,
and dependent samples t-test.

The research findings revealed that:

1) Grade 6 students who participated in the integrated motivational
physical education activities demonstrated significantly higher levels of social
learning after participation than before participation at the .05 level.

2 ) Comparisons of students’ social learning levels before and after
participating in the integrated motivational physical education activities indicated
that post-intervention mean scores of social learning were significantly higher
than pre-intervention mean scores at the .05 level.

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Abstract

society with respect for difference. Drawing on a synthesis of academic literature
and an analysis of social phenomena observed in traditional cultural settings and
digital platforms, the findings indicate that recreation is not merely a leisure
activity but functions as a socio-cultural space in which gay culture employs
manneristic performance as an aesthetic mechanism to construct and
communicate identity in fluid cultural contexts, particularly at the local level.
The appropriation of sacred spaces, “Yai” (elderly feminine) mannerisms, and
traditional aesthetic practices serves as a means of generating social acceptance
by positioning participants as creators of cultural value. Meanwhile, digital media
operate as contemporary recreational arenas that enhance visibility and utilize
parody and humor as strategies to reduce ideological tension. Overall, this body
of knowledge suggests that recreation functions as a space of social negotiation
that facilitates the management of identity ambiguity, mitigates rigid moral
judgment, and extends the scope of leisure studies from activity management
toward the management of meaning and human relationships, thereby
promoting dignified and sustainable coexistence within pluralistic societies.

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Abstract

This article aims to analyze the relationship between the nation-state,
democracy, and governance in the context of globalization, focusing on the
structural transformation of political power from a centralized state model
toward more complex and pluralistic forms of governance.

The
article argues that legal and structural reforms, together with appropriate
oversight arrangements, are essential for advancing sustainable local governance
and decentralization in Thailand.
